Strawberry, whose MLB career spanned 17 seasons, immediately rose to
fame as a baseball star with the New York Mets in 1983. For nearly two
decades, Strawberry experienced an abundance of on-field success. However, that success did not translate off the field.
Strawberry became addicted to substances, found himself in legal trouble and several marriages ended in divorce. He’s
been to jail, drug treatment centers and hospitals, and was $3 million in debt.

All of Strawberry’s attempts to get back on track, failed
because he was trying to do it alone, he said. Once he
accepted God into his life, he saw things more clearly.
“There were many times when I tried to get myself
together but I couldn’t,” said Strawberry. “God never
shows us anything different, God is going to use people to
help people.”

Strawberry is using his testimony to inspire others to
accept God into their lives. “My message is God must
increase while I must decrease,” said Strawberry. “If |
need to get somewhere in life, I must decrease, and let
him lead my life or I can never fulfill the promises.”
